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Article 1
To enhance academic exchanges between Asia University and domestic universities and colleges and to provide students from partner institutions with opportunities to participate in exchange programs, these "Guidelines for the Implementation of Student Exchange Programs Between Asia University and Domestic Universities and Colleges" (hereinafter referred to as "the Guidelines") are established.
Article 2
The Guidelines apply to currently enrolled students from domestic universities and colleges recognized by the Ministry of Education of the Republic of China. Asia University students must have completed at least one semester of study to be eligible for exchange. With approval from their department (or program) head, students may apply for one or two semesters of exchange studies, in accordance with the terms of the student exchange agreements signed between Asia University and partner institutions. Exchange arrangements with China Medical University will follow the "Guidelines for the Implementation of Student Exchange Programs Between Asia University and China Medical University."
Article 3
The academic regulations, application schedules, and other relevant details for student exchange will be announced no later than the preceding semester. Applicants must submit the required forms to their respective institutions' Office of Academic Affairs. Application criteria will be handled according to the announcements from both institutions.
Article 4
Application Procedure:
1. The Office of Academic Affairs at the partner institution will announce the quota and relevant application details for exchange students.
2. Applicants must complete the application form and prepare the required documents. After obtaining approval from their department chair, they must submit the documents to their institution’s Office of Academic Affairs within the application deadline. These will be forwarded to the partner institution for review. Only after approval and the announcement of the admission list on the partner institution’s website will the student officially qualify as an exchange student.
Article 5
If an exchange student is unable to commence their exchange studies as scheduled, they must apply for withdrawal of their exchange status through their home institution’s Office of Academic Affairs before the partner institution’s semester begins. The home institution’s Office of Academic Affairs will notify the partner institution accordingly. Exchange students may not request to defer or substitute their exchange period. Students who fail to withdraw as specified above will not be eligible to reapply.
Article 6
Tuition fees, obligations of partner institutions, and other related matters will be handled in accordance with the terms of the student exchange agreement between the two institutions.
Article 7
During the exchange period, students must adhere to the course selection, accommodation, and behavioral regulations of the host institution. They are also required to comply with relevant student affairs regulations of both institutions.
Article 8
The period of exchange study will count towards the student’s maximum duration of study. Students applying for a leave of absence must follow the academic regulations of their home institution.
Article 9
Upon completing the exchange program, students must request an official transcript or grade certificate from the host institution, listing course titles and credits. Credit transfer will be handled in accordance with the Credit Transfer Regulations of the home institution, and recognition of courses and credits will be determined by the student’s department in accordance with their authority.
Article 10
The Guidelines shall take effect upon approval by the Administrative Meeting and ratification by the President of the University. Amendments shall follow the same procedure.
