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Article 1
In accordance with Article 28 of the University Act, these "Regulations for the Application of Dual Enrollment at Asia University" (hereinafter referred to as "the Regulations") are established to manage matters related to dual enrollment for students.
Article 2
Dual enrollment, as defined in the Regulations, refers to simultaneous enrollment at both domestic and international universities or simultaneous enrollment in multiple programs within Asia University. Eligibility for dual enrollment requires distinct educational systems or class schedules.
For international partner institutions with dual-degree agreements with Asia University, procedures will follow the "Guidelines for Dual Degree Programs Between Asia University and International Institutions" and other relevant regulations.
Article 3
Students applying for dual enrollment must submit a completed application form, along with their academic transcripts, before the start of the semester in which the dual enrollment begins.
· Graduate students (Master’s and Ph.D.) require the approval of their advisor, department chair, college dean, and the Dean of Academic Affairs.
· Undergraduate students require the approval of their department chair, college dean, and the Dean of Academic Affairs.
Applications for dual enrollment, whether inter-institutional or within Asia University, must be approved. Students without approval will be subject to expulsion.
Article 4
Dual enrollment students must comply with Asia University’s academic regulations regarding admission, course selection, leave of absence, withdrawal, reinstatement, transfer, change of major, academic performance, duration of study, and graduation.
Article 5
Credits earned prior to dual enrollment at Asia University shall not be recognized as duplicates. Students may apply for credit transfer under the "Credit Transfer Regulations" of Asia University.
Credits earned from another institution after enrolling at Asia University, or earned simultaneously during dual enrollment, will not be eligible for transfer.
If a degree thesis or dissertation is required, the topics and content of the theses from the two institutions must differ. If it is found that the same thesis was used to obtain degrees from both institutions, the degree conferred by Asia University will be revoked, and the diploma will be confiscated.
Article 6
Matters not covered by these Regulations shall be governed by the relevant provisions of the Ministry of Education and the academic policies of Asia University.
Article 7
[bookmark: _GoBack]The Regulations shall take effect upon approval by the Academic Affairs Meeting, ratification by the President, and subsequent promulgation. The same procedure applies to any amendments, which must also be filed with the Ministry of Education for reference.
