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Article 1
The "Key Points for the Procedures and Requirements for Degree Conferral at Asia University" (hereinafter referred to as "the Key Points") are established in accordance with the Degree Conferral Act, the Procedures for Degree Conferral and Recognition Standards for Alternative Master's and Doctoral Theses, and the University's Academic Regulations.
Article 2
Degrees conferred by the University include bachelor's, master's, and doctoral degrees.
When formulating the requirements for degree conferral, each college, department, institute, or degree program must consider the academic level, duration of study, required credits, internship regulations, graduation requirements, and core competencies, as well as specific professional or technical evaluations. These requirements must be reviewed and approved by department, college, and Academic Affairs meetings before implementation.
Article 3
The Chinese and English names of degrees must align with international conventions and trends, referencing the Degree Name Reference Handbook issued by the Ministry of Education. They should reflect the development features, curriculum content, and nature of the respective college, department, or program, and must be approved through department, college, and Academic Affairs meetings.
Article 4
Degree names in Chinese and English, implementation years, conferral requirements, details for degree certificates, and other related provisions shall be compiled by the Office of Academic Affairs and published in the University’s information disclosure section.
Requirements for degree conferral may include the option to replace a thesis with works, accomplishments, written reports, technical reports, or professional practice reports.
Article 5
Students pursuing a bachelor's degree must complete the required duration of study, courses, and credits set by their department or degree program, and meet all additional graduation requirements established by the University, college, department, or program to be eligible for the degree.
Article 6
Students pursuing a master's degree must complete the required duration of study, courses, and credits set by their department, institute, or degree program, pass all examinations specified in the University’s Graduate Degree Examination Regulations, and meet all additional graduation requirements to be eligible for the degree.
Article 7
Students pursuing a doctoral degree become doctoral candidates upon completing required credits and passing the qualification examination.
Candidates who meet the graduation requirements and pass all examinations specified in the University's Graduate Degree Examination Regulations within the prescribed study period will be eligible for the doctoral degree.
Article 8
Degree certificates must include the student’s name, date of birth, college, department, or program name, graduation date, degree name, and certificate number. Replacement certificates must indicate the reissuance date and reason.
Notations on degree certificates may include:
1. Completion of dual majors, minors, or degree programs at Asia University or another institution, with the name of the institution or program specified.
2. Completion of professional, expertise, or sub-specialty courses.
3. Completion of interdisciplinary programs.
Article 9
Degree conferral dates are set for January (1st semester) and June (2nd semester). Graduate students who meet graduation requirements in the semester of their degree examination and are enrolled solely in thesis courses may receive their degree certificate in the month of examination completion.
Article 10
For changes in department or program names approved by the Ministry of Education:
1. New names take effect from the date of approval, and certificates will display the updated names.
2. For discontinued programs, students who transfer to a related program will receive a degree from the new program, reflected on their certificate.
3. Subdivisions of programs require Ministry of Education approval, and certificates must indicate the subdivision.
Article 11
Degrees shall be revoked and certificates nullified in cases of:
1. Fraudulent admission qualifications or academic records.
2. Plagiarism, fabrication, ghostwriting, or other forms of academic misconduct in theses, works, or technical reports.
Investigation of plagiarism or misconduct follows the Guidelines for Handling Academic Ethics Violations in Master's and Doctoral Theses at Asia University.
Article 12
Matters not addressed in the Key Points shall follow relevant Ministry of Education regulations and University policies.
Article 13
[bookmark: _GoBack]The Key Points take effect upon approval by the Academic Affairs Meeting, ratification by the President, and subsequent filing with the Ministry of Education. Amendments follow the same process.
