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I. Basis
These regulations are formulated in accordance with the Degree Conferral Act and its enforcement rules promulgated by the Ministry of Education.
II. Eligibility for Nomination
Individuals, whether domestic or foreign, who meet one of the following criteria may be nominated as candidates for an honorary doctoral degree:
1. Significant academic or professional achievements or contributions that have benefited human welfare.
2. Major contributions to culture, academic exchange, or world peace and cooperation.
III. Types of Honorary Doctorates
The honorary doctoral degree awarded will be within the scope of doctoral degrees currently conferred by the university.
IV. Nomination and Review Process
The conferment of an honorary doctoral degree shall respect the wishes of the individual concerned. Throughout the nomination (including recommendation) and review process, all personnel involved must maintain confidentiality regarding the candidate’s identity.
Candidates for the honorary doctorate, after being recommended by the respective college faculty meetings, will be submitted to the university’s Honorary Doctorate Degree Review Committee for evaluation. The Review Committee shall be chaired by the university president, and its members include the vice president, chief secretary, academic dean, deans of the colleges, and five to seven faculty members with relevant expertise, appointed by the president.
V. Conferral Procedure
Once a candidate is approved by the Honorary Doctorate Degree Review Committee, the university will proceed with the conferral process.
VI. Uniform, Certificate, and Ceremony
The attire, certificate format, and conferral ceremony for the honorary doctorate will be determined separately.
VII. Implementation and Amendments
These regulations shall be implemented after approval by the University Affairs Meeting and subsequent approval by the president of the university. Amendments shall follow the same process.
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
