




Key Points for Asia University Student Performance Assignments
110.05.20 The first academic meeting of the second semester of the 109th academic year was revised and adopted.
Asia Secret Letter No. 1100008780 is released
1.Our school has formulated these key points in order to handle matters related to the student performance evaluation system and the grade system.
2.Students' academic scores are ranked in percentile system and ranking system. Instructor's grades are input in percentile system. The system automatically converts the ranking results according to the "Ranking System and Hundredth System Single Subject Score Comparison Table". The full mark is 100 points, 60 points is considered a passing mark for bachelor's degree and advanced bachelor's degree classes, and 70 points is considered a passing mark for graduate students. Students from other departments who are studying "specialty courses" will register their final academic results according to the "Pass/Fail system". Subjects that use the "Pass/Fail system ", are not included in the calculation of scholarship renewal and semester academic average. 
The grade point (grade point, GP) of the grade system and the comparison table with the percentile system are as follows:

a grade system is adopted, the grades of each subject are presented as a grade (G), and the grade point average (GPA) is calculated based on the grade point average (GP) compared with it.
The grade point average (GPA) is calculated as follows:
I. The sum of the grades (GP) of each subject multiplied by the number of credits in that subject is the total number of grade points.
II. The sum of the grade points obtained by multiplying the credit points of each subject by that subject is the total number of grade points.
III. The sum of the credits of the subjects taken by the student is the total number of credits.
IV. The academic grade point average (GPA) is calculated by dividing the total number of grade points by the total number of credits.
V. The calculation of academic grade point average (GPA) includes failed subjects and subjects with zero points. Summer study results are not included in the semester (year) and academic grade average calculations over the years, but are included in the calculation of graduation results.
VI. Physical education, national defense education and military training elective courses will be incorporated into the calculation.
1.Each student's performance ranking is calculated on a percentage basis . Bachelor's degree academic performance rankings are based on class units. The lifetime graduation (cumulative) rankings are combined with fresh graduates. The original rankings for each semester remain unchanged. Due to different professional fields, academic performance rankings will not be done for second-year graduate students and above.
2.Score review:
I. If students have any doubts about the semester grades determined by the instructor, they should contact the department (or the General Education Center) to fill in their "Student Grade Review Application Form" to apply for grade review within two weeks of the grade registration deadline; the department (or through After the application is accepted by the Knowledge Education Center, it should be forwarded to the instructor within one week for processing.
II. After receiving the score reexamination notice, the instructor should respond to the student within one week after clearly confirming the application matters and notify the department office (or general education center).
3.Semester grade corrections:
I. After students' semester grades have been evaluated by their teachers, they can log in online before the deadline for grade registration specified by the Academic Affairs Office. After logging in, they are not allowed to request changes. If it is indeed due to a teacher's calculation error or omission of scores , the teacher should fill out the "Asia University Teachers' Corrected Score Registration Application Form" and attach the following information for processing:
1. If there are any missed readings in test papers or reports , or errors in calculation of scores, the original answer sheet should be attached , and the number of the missed question and relevant accounting information should be noted.
1. If there is an error in the calculation of subject scores (including experiments), the original data for calculation of semester scores should be attached; if there is a ratio of extra points, the relevant extra point regulations should be attached.
1. If the score registration is incorrect, the original score registration data should be attached.
1. Relevant information should be attached for other relevant errors made by the teaching teacher.
II. be submitted in writing within two weeks after the start of the next semester at the latest . Late application will not be accepted.
III. Teachers should submit the application for grade change to the director, dean, and provost of the department (institute, degree program, general education center) for review before making corrections. If necessary, it may be submitted to the Academic Affairs Meeting for review after approval from the Dean of Students.
IV.  When all procedures for grade correction are completed, if the ranking assignment time has passed, students will not be allowed to be re-ranked in the semester to avoid damaging the rights of other students.
V.  In order to prevent students from missing the deadline for grade correction due to being unable to contact the professor when they have doubts about their semester grades, the professor should inform students of their contact information before the end of the semester.
1.Score ranking:
The academic grade point average (GPA) calculated based on the second and third items of this key point is ranked from high to low.
1. Semester ranking: 
The sum of the grades (GP) of each subject multiplied by the number of credits in that subject is the total number of grade points.
1. Academic year ranking: Ranking 
based on GPA of the current academic year. If the GPA is the same, the ranking will be based on the average performance score of the previous and next semester. If the two are the same, the ranking will be tied. 
Bachelor's degree students who have taken less than nine credits in both the first and second semesters of the academic year will not be ranked, and students who have extended their studies will be included in the ranking of the highest grade.
1. Ranking of academic performance in school: 
Based on GPA ranking of subjects studied in school in previous years. Those with the same GPAs will be ranked in a tie. Extension students in the bachelor's class are merged into the highest grade ranking.
1. Graduation performance ranking: 
Students who graduate in the same year will be ranked based on their GPA of the subjects taken from enrollment to graduation. Those with the same GPA will be ranked equally. First-semester graduates are merged into the second-semester graduating class rankings.
1. Teacher grade input schedule and precautions:
The timetable for inputting scores shall be handled according to the school calendar or announcements from the Academic Affairs Office. Teachers should log in the scores during the score input schedule to confirm the list of midterm warning students and provide timely academic tutoring.
2. Our school has also prepared a comparison table (such as the attached table) between grade point average (GPA) and corresponding percentages for external reference.
3. This key point has been approved by the academic affairs meeting and will be implemented after being announced by the principal. The same applies to revisions.
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
