Article 1
These guidelines are established in accordance with Articles 38 and 40, Paragraph 5 of the university regulations and the "Central Taiwan Joint University System Guidelines for Students Pursuing a Minor or Double Major Across Universities."
Article 2
Undergraduate students (excluding extended study students) of the university may apply to pursue a minor by submitting the “Asia University Minor Application Form” within the prescribed period.
Students from "China Medical University" (hereafter referred to as CMU) must use the “CMU and Asia University Minor and Double Major Application Form.” Applications must be approved by the supervisors of both departments or programs and submitted to the Registration Section of the Office of Academic Affairs for review and listing.
Article 3
Students pursuing a minor must complete at least 20 credits of required courses for the minor. Courses from the minor that overlap with required courses in the student’s primary major must be replaced by other required courses from the minor or approved elective courses designated by the minor program supervisor.
Article 4
Courses with prerequisite requirements must still be taken in the specified sequence.
Article 5
Credits for minor courses shall be combined with those of the primary major each semester and recorded in the student’s academic transcript. Credit loads must comply with the semester’s credit limit regulations. Students failing to meet academic standards for continued enrollment will be processed according to university regulations.
Article 6
Minor credits must be taken in addition to the minimum graduation credits required for the primary major. Extended study periods for minor students are the same as for regular students, with a maximum extension of two years.
Article 7
Students who successfully complete all required courses and credits for the minor with passing grades will have the minor listed on their graduation roster, academic transcript, student record, and degree certificate.
Article 8
Students who withdraw from the minor program or fail to complete the required courses and credits within the stipulated study period may have completed minor courses recognized as elective courses if deemed relevant to the primary major by the minor program supervisor. The credits may also be counted toward the minimum graduation credit requirement.
Article 9
For students extending their study period due to pursuing a minor:
· If the semester credit load is less than 9 credits, the student shall pay credit fees.
· If the credit load exceeds 9 credits, the student shall pay full tuition and fees.
Article 10
Matters not covered in these guidelines shall be handled in accordance with the "Central Taiwan Joint University System Guidelines for Students Pursuing a Minor or Double Major Across Universities" and relevant regulations.
Article 11
These guidelines shall take effect upon approval by the Academic Affairs Meeting and authorization by the university president. Revisions shall follow the same procedure.
