Implementation Guidelines for Cross-School Minor and Double Major Programs in the Central Asia University System
1.The Central Asia University System (China Medical University and Asia University) provides opportunities for students to take minor and double major courses across universities to enhance academic exchange and share resources.
2."Cross-school minor and double major"refers to the process where students from one university apply to take minor or double major programs at the other university. The regulations on student enrollment and the number of available spots will be announced by both universities at the latest by the previous semester, and any amendments will also be similarly announced.
3.Students must follow the other university's regulations. Upon completion, their diploma will note the other university and the courses taken. Double major students will also have the degree title listed.
4.Students must submit an application form, approved by their department and academic office, to the other university. After review, the form is sent to the other university's academic affairs office for record.
5.Interviews or tests may be required to ensure students meet the program's requirements. Applications not passing the review will not be processed.
6.The tuition fees for cross-school courses will be separately set.
7.If students discontinue the program, whether their credits count toward their original department’s graduation requirements will be determined by each university.
8.Other matters will be handled according to the university's regulations.
9.These guidelines are effective after approval by the academic affairs meetings and reporting to the Ministry of Education. Amendments will follow the same process.
