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[bookmark: _GoBack]Article 1: Purpose
In order to promote internationalization, strengthen international academic and cultural exchanges, and handle academic and student status issues for students studying abroad, these regulations are formulated in accordance with Article 28, Paragraph 1 of the University Act and Article 54 of the University’s academic rules.
Article 2: Scope of Students
These regulations apply to the following students:
1. Students who are recommended by their department (group), academic program, or degree program to study or take courses at foreign universities and are approved by the university.
2. Students selected by government agencies to study or take courses at foreign universities.
3. Students sent by the university to exchange with foreign universities with which the university has a partnership.
4. Graduate students recommended by their department or research institute to conduct research for their thesis at foreign universities.
5. Students who are recommended to go abroad for observation or internships as part of their academic program or research needs.
6. Students representing the university or the country in international events or conferences abroad.
7. Students recommended or organized by the university to study their major or foreign language courses abroad during summer or winter breaks.
8. Students organized by the university to visit or attend events abroad during summer or winter breaks.
9. Students selected as national athletes to train or compete abroad.
10. Students who need to travel abroad due to serious illness or death of an immediate family member or spouse.
11. Other exceptional circumstances.
Article 3: Application Eligibility
Students may apply to study abroad for credit starting from their second semester of enrollment. However, the overseas university must meet the Ministry of Education’s relevant accreditation requirements.
Article 4: Application Procedure
Students applying to take courses abroad must submit the relevant application documents to their department or academic program. The department will review and forward the documents to the Academic Affairs Office for approval, with the approval of the Student Affairs Office and the International Academic Exchange Center or Cross-Strait Academic Exchange Center. After approval, students will be informed of the procedures for studying abroad.
Article 5: Military Service Consideration
For male students who have not completed military service, they must follow the "Military Service Act" and "Military Service Exit Handling Regulations." Students studying abroad should apply for leave or suspension according to the following rules:
1. If leaving for personal reasons, leave is granted as long as the absence does not exceed one-third of the semester’s teaching hours.
2. If leaving for public reasons, the absence should not exceed one-third of the semester’s teaching hours.
3. If suspending studies to study abroad, the suspension duration should follow the university's academic regulations.
4. If participating in an internship abroad, the duration should be limited to three months.
5. If studying abroad for research, the duration is limited to one year, but doctoral students without military obligations may extend the period up to three years with proper documentation.
Article 6: Registration and Payment
Students approved for overseas study must continue their registration at the university. Payment procedures are determined by the International Academic Exchange Center or the Cross-Strait Academic Exchange Center according to the agreement between the two universities. The payment can follow one of these models:
1. All fees are paid to the university.
2. Tuition is paid to the university, and other fees are paid to the partner university.
3. All fees are paid to the partner university, but the student must still pay a credit fee and student insurance fee to the university.
Article 7: Credit Recognition
Students studying abroad may receive credit recognition for courses they take abroad, subject to the approval of their department or academic program. The recognition process follows Articles 21, 22, and 23 of the university's academic rules. The time spent studying abroad can be counted towards the student's study duration, with a maximum of one year. If further extension is necessary, students may apply for an extension of up to one semester.
Article 8: Early Return from Overseas Study
If a student returns early from their overseas program, the following rules apply:
1. If the student returns before attending one-third of the semester's classes, they may apply for special approval to register and pay fees and catch up on missed courses with a make-up plan.
2. If the student returns after attending more than one-third of the semester's classes, they must apply for a leave of absence for the semester. If the leave of absence exceeds two years, an extension may be granted with special approval.
Article 9: Disciplinary Issues
Students who violate school rules, engage in improper conduct, or fail to return on time will be handled according to the university's student disciplinary rules and academic regulations.
Article 10: Military Service for Male Students
Male students must submit the following documents one month before their departure:
1. Application for overseas study or recommendation letter for male students.
2. Student list of male students leaving for overseas.
3. Parental consent form.
4. Guarantee letter.
Article 11: Passport and Visa
Students' passport applications, entry and exit permits, and related regulations regarding the issuance, suspension, or reimbursement of public funds or scholarships will follow relevant laws and regulations.
Article 12: Military Service and Overseas Study
Students should comply with the "Military Service Act" and related regulations when dealing with military service matters during their overseas period.
Article 13: Unspecified Matters
Any matters not specified in these regulations will be handled according to government regulations and the university's academic rules.
Article 14: Implementation
These regulations were approved by the Academic Affairs Meeting and signed by the university president after review by the Ministry of Education and are effective upon publication. Any revisions will follow the same procedure.
