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Article 1
These regulations are established in accordance with Chapter Four of the University Academic Policies.
Article 2
Students shall comply with the instructions of proctors during examinations.
Article 3
Students are not permitted to leave the examination venue within the first 30 minutes after the exam begins. Students arriving more than 20 minutes late are not allowed to enter the venue.
Article 4
Students may only bring necessary examination stationery and items approved by the proctors. All other items are prohibited. Audio or video recording inside the examination venue is strictly forbidden. Violators may have their scores deducted at the discretion of the instructor, with severe cases resulting in a score of zero.
Article 5
Examinees must bring their student ID and place it at the upper left corner of their desks for verification. Students without a student ID but who can provide alternative identification to confirm their identity may be allowed to take the exam upon proctor verification. Failure to verify identity will result in a score of zero for the exam.
Article 6
Students must sit in their assigned seats from front to back and sign the attendance sheet as instructed.
Article 7
Students must clearly indicate their name, student ID, department/program and class, year, course title, group, and instructor’s name on the examination paper.
Article 8
Students must not tear pages from the examination paper provided. The total number of pages will be specified in advance.
Article 9
During the exam, students may ask questions only if the test content is unclear. Questions must be signaled by raising a hand and are restricted to the first 20 minutes of the exam. Knocking on desks or leaving seats is prohibited.
Article 10
Any form of cheating during examinations will result in a score of zero for the subject and referral to the Office of Student Affairs for disciplinary action in accordance with the university’s Student Rewards and Penalties Regulations.
Article 11
Students unable to attend exams due to illness or significant events must apply for leave according to the university’s Leave of Absence Regulations within one week after the exam. Unauthorized absences or unapproved leave will result in a score of zero for the missed exams.
Students granted leave must participate in make-up exams, which shall be held within two weeks of the following semester's start and are limited to one session.
Article 12
Students who leave the venue without submitting their examination papers will receive a score of zero for the subject and may face further penalties depending on the severity of the situation.
Article 13
Students must maintain order within the examination venue. Disruptive behavior that compromises the fairness of the exam will result in a score of zero after a warning is issued.
Article 14
In the event of a natural disaster or significant incident during an exam, students shall follow the proctor’s instructions, and the Military Training Office and Campus Security Center will be notified as needed.
Article 15
Threatening or intimidating behavior toward proctors is strictly prohibited. Violators will receive a score of zero for the subject and be referred to the Office of Student Affairs for disciplinary action under the Student Rewards and Penalties Regulations.
Article 16
Students who disagree with the outcomes of actions taken under these regulations may file an appeal in accordance with the university’s Student Appeal Procedures.
Article 17
Any inappropriate behavior not specified in these regulations will be handled in accordance with relevant university policies, based on the severity of the incident.
Article 18
These regulations, and any amendments thereto, shall take effect upon approval by the Academic Affairs Meeting and subsequent ratification by the President of the University.
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
