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Article 1
To integrate teaching resources and encourage students to systematically engage in interdisciplinary credit programs, various teaching, industry-academia, and research units may plan and establish interdisciplinary credit programs. These regulations are hereby established.
Article 2
The term "interdisciplinary credit program" refers to the following:
1. University-level interdisciplinary programs: Credit programs established by the university's teaching, industry-academia, or research units.
2. College-level interdisciplinary programs: Credit programs set up within a college across departments.
3. Cross-university interdisciplinary programs: Credit programs jointly established by the university and another cooperating university with which it has signed an academic cooperation agreement. The opening and scheduling of the aforementioned programs shall be governed by the university's "Course Offering Regulations" and "Course Scheduling Principles." Cross-university cooperation is limited to universities that have signed academic cooperation agreements with Asia University.
Article 3
Teaching, industry-academia, or research units wishing to establish an interdisciplinary credit program must submit a "Program Planning Proposal," which should include the following: program objectives, industry and societal talent needs, educational goals, expected outcomes, core competencies, course map, industry connections, course structure, non-formal curriculum planning, faculty planning, diverse teaching method design, learning support, employment support, student learning outcome assessment, and cross-departmental coordination mechanisms (see attached proposal). Based on this, the program establishment regulations shall be formulated.
Article 4
The interdisciplinary credit program should be planned by a designated faculty member, who will act as the convener and be responsible for drafting the "Program Planning Proposal," course planning tables, course instructors, course syllabi, and course maps. Each interdisciplinary credit program must establish a "Program Advisory Committee" (hereafter referred to as the Committee) to review the program’s courses, policies, and related matters. The committee should consist of at least 5 to 7 members, with the convener serving as the chairperson. Other members will be selected by the convener from the cooperating units of the program. Course regulations and decisions for the program shall be made by a majority vote of the attending members. If the same member holds multiple positions, only one vote is counted.
Any new, modified, or adjusted courses within the interdisciplinary program must first be approved by the department offering the course, then reviewed by the Committee, and subsequently submitted to the University Course Committee for further review.
Article 5
For University-level and College-level interdisciplinary programs, the program should be planned with at least 12 credits, of which 6 credits must be newly offered compulsory courses. The remaining 6 credits or more may be compensated by the college’s "basic courses" or the department’s "core courses." For Cross-university interdisciplinary programs, credit transfers will be handled according to the course planning table agreed upon by both universities.
Article 6
Students applying to take an interdisciplinary credit program must submit a written application before the 13 to 15th week of the fall semester, confirmed by the designated "Mandu Master" and then submitted to the Office of Academic Affairs for registration. Students wishing to change their program selection may apply before the 14th week of the following semester, after confirmation by the "Mandu Master," and the Office of Academic Affairs will handle the change.
Article 7
Students who complete the required courses for the credit program and pass the course grades will have the credits counted toward their graduation requirements in the Day Division program. The completed program will also be noted on their diploma. Students who choose the pass/fail grading system for required courses will not have those grades counted toward scholarship eligibility or GPA calculations.
Students must choose their grading system (either percentage-based or pass/fail) within two weeks after the midterm grades are entered by the instructor (before the end of week 12). Once selected, the grading system cannot be changed. If no choice is made by the deadline, the grade will default to the percentage-based system.
Article 8
To improve the teaching quality of interdisciplinary credit programs, each department should conduct external reviews for certain courses within the program. The program should also be included in the department’s evaluation. The review regulations for interdisciplinary credit programs will follow the university’s "Self-Evaluation Implementation Guidelines."
Article 9
Adjustments or termination of interdisciplinary credit programs will follow the university’s "Interdepartmental Course Program Setup Guidelines," specifically Article 10.
Article 10
These regulations shall be implemented after approval by the administrative meeting and the university president.
