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Article 1
To encourage students to engage in digital courses and obtain certificates for digital self-learning, thereby enhancing their independent learning abilities, these guidelines are established in accordance with the university’s “Inter-University Course Selection and Digital Self-Learning Course Guidelines.”
Article 2: Principles of Subsidy
1. Eligibility for Subsidy:
(1) Applicants must fulfill the following criteria:
- Be registered and enrolled students of the university.
- Submit the “Inter-University Course Selection and Digital Self-Learning Course Application Form” within the prescribed period during their enrollment.
(2) Subsidy Amount:
- For individual course certificate purchases:
- Domestic digital platforms: a maximum subsidy of NTD 2,000 per course.
- International digital platforms: a maximum subsidy of NTD 4,000 per course.
- For subscription-based access (monthly or yearly): students may apply for subsidies upon presenting proof of completing at least one course during the subscription period.
- The total annual subsidy shall not exceed NTD 5,000, subject to adjustments based on the academic year’s budget allocation.
(3) Subsidy eligibility is restricted to certificates obtained during the enrollment period. Applications must be submitted within the announced timeframe and meet reimbursement standards based on the funding source. Late submissions or non-compliant documentation will not be processed.
(4) Subsidy applications may not duplicate reimbursements from other university units. All applications shall undergo review by the “Committee on Students’ Digital Self-Learning Courses.”
- The committee shall comprise 4 to 6 members appointed by the university president, including a vice president as the chairperson. Meetings shall be convened at least once per semester to review applications.
Article 3: Application Procedure
1. Students shall complete the “Subsidy Application Form for Digital Self-Learning Courses” within the announced application period and submit the following documentation:
· Course certification (completion certificate).
· Official proof of payment.
· A copy of the “Inter-University Course Selection and Digital Self-Learning Course Application Form.”
2. Applications shall be preliminarily reviewed by the respective academic department and subsequently forwarded to the Office of Academic Affairs. The Office shall submit the applications to the “Committee on Students’ Digital Self-Learning Courses” for final evaluation and approval.
Article 4
These guidelines shall take effect upon approval by the Administrative Meeting and authorization by the university president. Revisions shall adhere to the same procedure.
