Guidelines for the Establishment of Interdisciplinary Programs at Asia University
1. Objective:
These guidelines are formulated based on the University Act and its implementation rules.
2. Program Types:
Each academic unit may establish interdisciplinary credit programs or degree programs across different faculties, departments, or institutes according to their development features and teaching needs.
· Credit Programs: These programs refer to courses that are planned and approved by the Ministry of Education, offering credit certification in professional fields across different faculties, departments, or institutes.
· Degree Programs: These programs refer to interdisciplinary courses that grant degrees, involving a combination of professional courses across different faculties, departments, or institutes.
3. Program Approval and Planning:
· For credit programs, academic units must submit a plan for approval by relevant committees within the academic unit and discuss it in the Academic Affairs Committee before implementation.
· Degree programs may include combinations of multiple credit programs. These plans must be reviewed and approved by the participating units and their affiliated colleges before being submitted to the Academic Affairs Office and the University Council for approval. For external degree programs, approval by the Ministry of Education is required before implementation.
The program proposal should include the following details:
3. Program Name
3. Purpose of the Program
3. Type of Program (credit or degree, and for degree programs, the degree awarded)
3. Participating Academic Units
3. Teaching Faculty
3. Course Plan: Including required and elective credits, and other important considerations, subject to review by the course committee (which should involve experts, industry representatives, and student representatives).
3. Required Resources
3. Administrative Management
3. Other Special Regulations or Announcements
For external degree programs, the proposal should also include:
3. Admission Quotas
3. Admission Qualifications and Procedures
Credit programs and internal degree programs involving special professional fields related to government-controlled human resource training mechanisms should be reported to the Ministry of Education for reference.
Degree programs must have a program director responsible for managing the program and providing academic guidance.
1. Program Admission:
. Credit programs are only available to students of the university.
. Degree programs may admit both internal and external students, subject to the admission quotas approved by the Ministry of Education.
· Credit Requirements:
. Credit programs must require a minimum of 15 credits and a maximum of 26 credits. At least 9 credits must be from subjects outside the student’s major department, dual major, or minor. The specific credit requirements may be stricter as per the program’s regulations.
. Degree programs must meet the graduation credit requirements and other relevant stipulations as per the University Act, Degree Conferral Act, and the university’s regulations on degree conferral.
· Application Procedure:
. Students wishing to apply for credit programs must submit an application according to the program’s specific guidelines.
. Students wishing to apply for degree programs must follow the relevant regulations established by the university.
· Duration of Study:
. Students enrolled in credit or degree programs must comply with the university’s regulations regarding the duration of study.
· Graduation Requirements:
. Students who have completed the required courses for degree programs must undergo qualification review, and their degree certificates will be issued according to the University Act, Degree Conferral Act, and the university’s degree regulations.
· Tuition and Fees:
. Students enrolled in approved credit programs must pay tuition and fees in accordance with the university’s published standards.
· Program Adjustment or Termination:
The original academic unit offering the program must apply for adjustments or termination of the program under the following conditions:
· For programs related to professional certification exams, if the pass rate is less than 10% of the number of enrolled students.
· If more than half of the courses in the program have fewer than 20 students.
· If more than half of the courses in the program have less than a 70% pass rate.
· If the program no longer meets societal demand or academic development trends.
· If other reasons deemed unsuitable for offering the program are identified through academic review.
11. Program Termination or Adjustment Procedure:
If any of the above conditions are met, the academic unit must submit a termination explanation at least one year before the adjustment or termination of credit programs, or two years before the termination of degree programs. The relevant units and colleges must sign off on the adjustment or termination, and the Academic Affairs Committee must approve the changes before announcement. Degree programs must follow the university’s submission procedures for total enrollment and quotas, and the Ministry of Education’s approval is required for adjustments or termination.
12. Other Provisions:
Any matters not specified in these guidelines will be handled according to the Ministry of Education’s and the university’s related regulations.
13. Approval and Implementation:
These guidelines were approved by the University Council and will be implemented upon approval by the president. Any amendments to these guidelines will follow the same procedure.
