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To enhance the ethical awareness and attitudes of our graduate students, ensuring

they possess the proper ethical understanding required for research work, and to

improve their academic research ethics, we have established the "Asia University

Academic Research Ethics Education Course Implementation Guidelines" (hereinafter

referred to as "these guidelines").
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These guidelines apply to all graduate students enrolled in the various

departments, institutes, and degree programs, including master’ s programs, part-

time master’ s programs, and doctoral programs, starting from the academic year 109

(inclusive).
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Implementation Method:
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(1) The Registration and Curriculum Division of the Office of Academic Affairs shall

upload the data of new students in master’s and doctoral programs to the online

platform of the "Taiwan Academic Ethics Education Resource Center" after the

completion of the add-drop period for the first semester of each academic year. They

shall assist in creating accounts. If there are any new additions or changes during

the semester, they shall be handled by the department (graduate institute) personnel.
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(2) Graduate students will take the specified courses for 6 hours through the

"Research Institute Core Curriculum’ on the ’Taiwan Academic Ethics Education

Resource Center’ online platform. Upon achieving a passing grade in the overall

course assessment, they can obtain a course completion certificate online..
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(3) The Office of the Registrar and the Curriculum Affairs Division are responsible

for the school-wide management of student grades and data preservation for this

course. FEach department (graduate program) will have a dedicated departmental

assistant responsible for managing and verifying the grades of students in that

department (graduate program) who have completed this course.
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(4) Graduate students who have already completed the courses on the "Taiwan Academic
Ethics Education Resource Center" online platform and have been approved by their
department (graduate program) are exempt from taking this course.
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(5b) Graduate students must submit their course completion certificate before

applying for the degree (oral) examination.
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For matters not covered in these guidelines, relevant regulations of the university
shall apply.
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These guidelines shall be implemented upon approval by the Academic Affairs Council
and after being ratified by the President, and any revisions shall follow the same

process.
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
