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Article 1
These guidelines are established to assist students admitted to Asia University in getting an early understanding of their learning paths and available academic resources, ensuring a smooth transition into university coursework. They aim to enhance students' willingness to enroll.
Article 2
The "Pre-College Preparatory Micro-Curriculum" refers to courses offered by the university's departments or course-providing units that incoming freshmen can participate in before their enrollment. These micro-curricula are designed to help students transition smoothly to university-level learning.
· The micro-curriculum should be two weeks long and is generally implemented between July and August each year.
Article 3
The micro-curriculum should follow an 18-hour per credit ratio. Students will receive "micro-credits" (e.g., 0.2 or 0.5 credits) for completion. After admission, freshmen may apply to have these credits counted toward their graduation requirements, along with credits from MOOCs, "Self-Directed Learning," or recognized off-campus internships or company training hours. Each department will review and approve the applicability of these credits toward graduation requirements.
· The regulations on "Student Self-Directed Learning" credits will follow the guidelines stipulated in the "Student Self-Directed Learning Implementation Guidelines."
Article 4
The "Pre-College Preparatory Micro-Curriculum" should be planned and led by each college. The curriculum proposal (as outlined in Attachment 2) must include:
1. Features that highlight the college's development focus.
2. An exploration of new trends in the field.
3. Coverage of at least two academic fields.
4. Comprising 3 to 5 courses.
Each college must plan at least one preparatory micro-curriculum, with a maximum of 3 credits per program. Each credit corresponds to 18 hours of coursework. The program may include related activities or be organized as a camp. The course proposal and application for offering the curriculum must be discussed and approved by the "Curriculum Committee," and submitted to the Office of Academic Affairs by the 5th week of the semester at the latest.
Article 5
If any college organizes related activities or a camp-style preparatory micro-curriculum, and needs to use campus facilities or dormitories, they must request assistance from the Office of General Affairs, the Office of Student Affairs, or other relevant departments.
The hourly wages for teachers involved in teaching the preparatory micro-curriculum will be covered by the funding for new student activities.
Article 6
These guidelines were approved by the Administrative Meeting and, after being reviewed and approved by the President, are to be implemented. Any revisions will follow the same process.
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
