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Article 1
In order to ensure sound curriculum planning and to ensure that the curriculum framework and content of each college, department (institute, program), and center reflect the unique characteristics of each college, the founding purposes and educational objectives of the departments (institutes, programs), as well as the fundamental and core competencies students are expected to acquire—to meet market demands and societal development—these regulations are hereby established in accordance with the relevant provisions of the University Act Enforcement Rules.
Article 2
The University and each of its colleges, departments (institutes, programs), the General Education Center, or other teaching units shall establish the following curriculum committees respectively: “University Curriculum Committee,” “College Curriculum Committee,” “Department (Institute, Program) Curriculum Committee,” “General Education Center Curriculum Committee,” and curriculum committees of other relevant teaching units. These committees are responsible for curriculum planning at each corresponding level.
Article 3
Each Department (Institute, Program) Curriculum Committee (hereinafter referred to as the Departmental Curriculum Committee) shall have one Chair, concurrently served by the Department (Institute, Program) Director. The committee shall consist of three to seven full-time faculty members at the rank of Assistant Professor or above, and two to three student representatives. The responsibilities of the committee are as follows:
1. Plan the curriculum and set graduation requirements based on the department’s core competencies.
2. Review and approve required and elective courses for the department (institute, program).
3. Coordinate shared curriculum matters with other teaching units.
4. Review and discuss matters related to teaching quality improvement.
5. Evaluate whether the courses offered align with faculty expertise.
6. Review whether the course syllabi align with the department’s educational objectives.
7. Review matters related to course credit transfers in accordance with university regulations.
8. Handle other matters related to curriculum coordination, integration, and improvement.
Curriculum planning for each department (institute, program) shall be based on its founding purpose and educational objectives. Before each meeting, the committee shall collect related information from other universities and gather feedback from faculty, students, graduates, and employers as a reference for curriculum planning (refer to Attachment 1: Proposal Review Form).
Article 4
Each College, General Education Center, and other teaching unit’s Curriculum Committee (hereinafter referred to as the College-level Curriculum Committee) shall have one Chair, concurrently served by the Dean, the Director of the General Education Center, or the head of the respective teaching unit. The committee shall include each department (institute, program) Director, one full-time faculty member (Assistant Professor or above) from each department, and two student representatives recommended by the Student Association. The responsibilities are as follows:
1. Plan the curriculum and set graduation requirements based on the college’s and university’s core competencies.
2. Review and approve the foundational curriculum of the college, the curricula of affiliated departments (institutes, programs), general education courses, and courses offered by other teaching units; coordinate with other colleges or units for shared curriculum matters.
3. Review and discuss matters related to teaching quality improvement of affiliated departments (institutes, programs) and centers.
4. Reevaluate whether faculty expertise aligns with the courses offered by the affiliated departments or centers.
5. Reevaluate whether course syllabi content aligns with the educational objectives of the affiliated departments (institutes, programs) or centers.
6. Reevaluate credit transfer matters of the affiliated departments (institutes, programs) or centers in accordance with university regulations.
7. Handle other matters related to curriculum coordination, integration, and improvement.
The curriculum planning mentioned in Item 2 shall reflect market demands, societal development, and the characteristics of each college (refer to Attachment 2: Proposal Review Form).
Article 5
Departmental and college-level curriculum committee meetings shall include student representatives and may, as necessary, invite experienced scholars from other institutions, industry representatives, and alumni to participate. Relevant university personnel may also be invited to attend.
Article 6
The University Curriculum Committee shall have one Chair, concurrently served by the Dean of Academic Affairs, and one Secretary, concurrently served by the Head of the Curriculum Division, responsible for administrative operations. Committee members shall include the deans of each college, the Director of the General Education Center, student representatives, and invited alumni, external experts, scholars, and industry representatives. The responsibilities of the committee are as follows:
1. Develop curriculum directions and principles based on the university’s educational objectives and development plan.
2. Review and approve university-mandated foundational education and general education category courses.
3. Review and approve the field-specific courses and specialized programs of each college, department (institute, program), and the allocation of course offerings.
4. Review and revise, if necessary, already-approved and implemented curriculum plans due to special circumstances.
5. Review and study other matters related to curriculum and teaching quality improvement.
Article 7
Matters related to curriculum decided by the General Education Center or equivalent college-level teaching units shall be directly submitted to the University Curriculum Committee for review.
Article 8
All curriculum committees at each level shall convene at least once per semester. Departmental curriculum committees shall convene before the 6th week of each semester and submit meeting documents to the college-level curriculum committee. College-level curriculum committees shall meet before the 8th week and submit materials to the University Curriculum Committee. The University Curriculum Committee shall complete its review before the 11th week. Emergency meetings may be held when necessary.
Article 9
All levels of curriculum committee meetings shall require attendance by more than half of the committee members to proceed. Resolutions shall be passed by a majority vote of the attending members.
Article 10
External scholars and industry representatives invited to attend curriculum committee meetings may be provided with honoraria and transportation allowances. Scholars invited for pre-meeting written reviews of curriculum proposals for the University Curriculum Committee shall receive a review fee. Standards for these payments shall be separately approved by the Office of Academic Affairs.
Article 11
Any matters not covered in these Regulations shall be handled in accordance with relevant regulations of the Ministry of Education and the University.
Article 12
These Regulations shall be promulgated and implemented after approval by the University Affairs Meeting and the President. Any amendments shall follow the same procedure.
