Implementation Guidelines for Double Majors for Students at Asia University
(Approved at the 3rd Academic Affairs Meeting of the 92nd Academic Year on December 11, 92)
Filed for reference by the Ministry of Education (No. 0930096747) on July 29, 93
Purpose
These guidelines are established based on Articles 38 and 40, Paragraph 5 of the university regulations, and the "Implementation Guidelines for Students of the Central Taiwan Joint University System Pursuing Minors and Double Majors across Universities."
Application and Approval Process
1. Bachelor’s program students (excluding extended study students) can apply to pursue a double major in another department by submitting the "Asia University Double Major Application Form" along with proof of academic ranking during the designated application period. Approval must be obtained from the heads of both departments or programs before submission to the Registration and Curriculum Sections of the Office of Academic Affairs for review and listing.
Students from China Medical University (referred to as CMU) must fill out the "China Medical University and Asia University Application Form for Minors and Double Majors."
2. Students who wish to apply or withdraw from a double major must follow the timeline announced in the academic calendar and must receive the approval of both department heads.
Requirements for Completing a Double Major
3. Students pursuing a double major must complete all required courses, specified elective credits, and meet the graduation thresholds set by the secondary department to qualify for a double major graduation certificate.
4. The total credits required for the secondary major must be at least 40 credits. If overlapping courses with the primary major result in less than 40 credits, students must take additional courses from the secondary major to meet the credit requirement.
5. Daytime bachelor’s program students pursuing a double major must complete the “core curriculum” and “departmental professional elective courses” of the secondary major, excluding professional credits already completed in the primary major. The total credits for the secondary major must still meet or exceed 40 credits after deduction.
6. Students must follow course sequences if prerequisites are required for certain secondary major courses.
Course Enrollment and Scheduling
7. Courses for the secondary major should be completed during the semester. If a scheduling conflict occurs with primary major courses, students may enroll in these courses during another semester or follow the university's summer term policies to complete them.
8. The total credits for both primary and secondary major courses are combined for each semester, and the credit load must comply with semester credit limits. Failing to meet credit standards leading to dismissal will be handled according to university regulations.
Study Duration Extensions
9. Students who fail to complete all secondary major requirements within two additional years of extended study may apply for one additional year of study.
10. Graduates meeting all secondary major course and credit requirements will have the secondary major indicated on their transcript, academic record, and diploma.
Withdrawal and Partial Completion
11. Students withdrawing from or failing to complete the secondary major within the designated period may qualify for a minor if they meet minor requirements. If minor requirements are not met, completed secondary major courses deemed relevant by the primary department may count as elective credits toward graduation.
12. Students fulfilling primary major graduation requirements but not secondary major requirements may graduate with the primary major after withdrawing from the secondary major. Conversely, students meeting secondary major requirements but not primary major requirements may graduate with the secondary major after similar withdrawal procedures.
Additional Provisions
13. These guidelines take effect upon approval by the Academic Affairs Meeting and publication. Amendments will follow the same procedure.
14. These guidelines shall be implemented upon approval by the Academic Affairs Meeting and publication. Amendments shall follow the same procedure.
