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Article 1:
In order to enhance the design and content of curriculum planning and course syllabi in departments, the General Education Center, and other course-offering units (hereinafter referred to as "course-offering units"), and to implement a regular review mechanism that improves teaching quality, these guidelines are hereby established.
Article 2:
Review Process:
1. Curriculum Planning:
Each course-offering unit shall submit a curriculum planning form and course map for the following academic year, applicable to the next cohort of undergraduate students, for external review in the second semester of each academic year.
2. Course Syllabi:
Each course-offering unit shall submit at least two syllabi of courses to be offered in the following academic year for external review, with priority given to courses that have not been reviewed in the past two years.
Article 3:
Selection of External Reviewers:
External reviewers for each course-offering unit shall consist of one academic expert and one industry expert from the relevant field. These reviewers will be recommended by the department chairs and, after approval by the respective Deans, will be appointed to conduct the review. For the General Education Center, reviewers will be selected by the Director of the Center through the course committee.
Article 4:
Recusal Guidelines for External Reviewers:
When recommending external reviewers, course-offering units shall ensure that none of the following situations apply to the recommended individuals:
1. The individual is a former research advisor of the course instructor.
2. The individual has co-authored or jointly conducted research with the course instructor.
3. The individual has a direct family relationship within the third degree of kinship with the course instructor.
Article 5:
Review Criteria:
1. Curriculum Planning:
· Whether the curriculum aligns with the educational goals of the department or General Education Center.
· Whether it meets the basic literacy and core competencies required for students.
· Whether it complies with graduation benchmark requirements for students in Chinese language, English, and information literacy.
· Whether it aligns with the professional competency indicators for students.
· Whether it reflects the current development trends in the respective field.
· Whether the curriculum design effectively addresses the challenges posed by globalization, informatization, and the knowledge economy.
2. Course Syllabi:
· Whether the course objectives cover knowledge, skills, and attitudinal components.
· Whether the course content and schedule align with the teaching objectives.
· Whether the teaching methods include diverse approaches (e.g., lectures, case discussions, brainstorming, group discussions, student presentations, hands-on projects or service learning, site visits, role-playing, e-learning, etc.).
· Whether the instructional materials are appropriate for the designed course content and meet societal and industry demands.
· Whether the assessment methods are varied (e.g., written exams, oral exams, assignments, group reports, research papers, practical projects and reflections, service logs and reflections, class participation and performance, pre- and post-assessments).
· Whether the learning assessments align with the basic literacy and core competencies that the course aims to develop.
· Whether the course content and teaching activities align with the current trends and developments in the field.
· Whether the instructor's expertise matches the subject matter being taught.
Article 6:
Course-offering units shall follow the timeline announced by the Office of Academic Affairs for submitting their curriculum plans and course syllabi for external review. The results of the external review must be reported to the department or General Education Center's Curriculum Committee, and the feedback from the reviewers should be incorporated into the proposal discussions.
Article 7:
These guidelines shall take effect upon approval by the Academic Affairs Meeting and ratification by the President. Any amendments will follow the same process.
