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Article 1:
These guidelines are established in accordance with Article 14, Section 3 of the University Regulations.
Article 2:
The following conditions apply for departments or units to offer summer courses:
1. Special Subjects with Teaching Difficulties: Courses that have difficulty hiring faculty during the regular semester.
2. Compulsory Courses for Repetition or Credit Transfer: Courses that must be repeated by students or courses that need to be taken due to transfer from other departments or universities.
3. Courses for Graduating Students: Courses that must be retaken or supplemented for students to graduate.
4. Courses for Students Pursuing Double Majors or Minors: Students enrolled in dual degrees or minors.
5. Special Project Courses: Courses approved through special application for teaching needs.
6. Other Courses Suitable for Summer Term: Courses deemed appropriate for offering during the summer term.
Article 3:
Professional compulsory courses must be taught by full-time faculty. The following class size regulations apply:
1. For undergraduate courses, a minimum of 20 students is required; for master’s and professional master’s programs, at least 5 students must be enrolled for the course to be offered. If the enrollment does not meet these requirements, a special application must be submitted. The shortfall in course fees shall be shared by the enrolled students, and if not approved, the course will not be offered. However, students who apply for military service during their studies (hereinafter referred to as "military service students") will still have the course offered, and they will pay the same fees based on the established standard for summer courses. Any financial difference incurred will be subsidized by the Ministry of Education.
2. For overseas Chinese students, a minimum of 10 students (including 10) is required for a course to be offered. In special circumstances (such as for graduating overseas Chinese students), if enrollment is fewer than 10 students, the course may still be offered. In cases where the collected fees do not meet the hourly cost, the university may apply to the Ministry of Education for supplemental funding according to the "Regulations for Overseas Chinese Students' Summer Courses."
Article 4:
For the General Education "University Required Courses" and "Liberal Arts Courses," one course from each area (or category) may be offered each summer. The university may offer one or two summer sessions per year, with a limit of nine credits per session and a total of no more than fifteen credits for both sessions combined.
Article 5:
Except for those specified in Article 14, Section 2 of the University Regulations, all students are eligible to apply for summer term courses. Students from other universities must obtain approval from their home institutions and follow the university's "Inter-University Course Registration and Digital Learning Guidelines."
Students applying to take summer courses at another institution must adhere to the "Inter-University Course Registration and Digital Learning Guidelines," with a maximum of five credits allowed per semester.
Article 6:
The Office of Academic Affairs shall conduct a survey one month prior to the summer term to assess the courses that departments, programs, and centers intend to offer. The list of summer courses, application dates, and class dates will be announced both in writing and online.
To register for summer courses, students must select courses through the "Course Registration System" within the designated period, then print the payment slip from the "Student Information System" and make payment at the bank or via ATM. Once payment is completed, the registration process will be deemed complete. If a course does not meet the minimum enrollment requirements, it will be canceled as per Article 3 of these guidelines. Canceled courses will be refunded, and students may select alternative courses.
Article 7:
Students participating in summer courses must pay the credit fees as per the university’s established fee schedule. If the course involves computer labs or language labs, students must also pay for additional usage fees or any other fees set by the university.
Once a summer course begins, no course withdrawal, refund, or course change will be allowed, except in cases of scheduling conflicts or insufficient enrollment.
Article 8:
If a student cannot continue attending a course due to special circumstances, they may submit a "Course Withdrawal Application" (see attached form) one week before the end of the summer session. The application must be approved by the instructor or program director and submitted to the Office of Academic Affairs. Fees already paid for credits, lab fees, or related charges will not be refunded.
Article 9:
Examinations for summer courses will be conducted at the end of each session, and students may be allowed to reschedule exams in special circumstances. If a student fails the final exam, no make-up exams will be permitted.
Article 10:
The credits earned in summer courses will not be combined with credits earned during the regular semester. The grades from summer courses will not be included in the semester GPA calculation; however, the credits and grades will be recorded in the student’s academic record.
Article 11:
The hourly compensation for instructors teaching approved summer courses will be based on the Ministry of Education’s approved hourly rate for part-time faculty and will not be counted toward the basic teaching hours for the regular semester.
Article 12:
Any matters not covered by these guidelines shall be handled in accordance with the university's academic regulations.
Article 13:
These guidelines shall take effect after approval by the Academic Affairs Meeting and ratification by the President. Amendments will follow the same process.
