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Article 1:
In order to encourage faculty members to develop digital teaching materials and offer online courses, Asia University has established the "Guidelines for the Implementation of MOOCs" (hereafter referred to as these Guidelines).
Article 2:
For the purpose of these Guidelines, "online courses" refer to courses in which faculty members upload digital teaching materials such as videos, presentations, or animations to the designated online teaching platform of the university. These courses may also include in-person class discussions as needed, aligned with the course schedule.
Article 3:
The content of MOOCs uploaded to the designated platform must adhere to the following requirements:
1. Each credit hour must consist of at least 6 hours of self-recorded digital teaching videos, or each thematic unit must include at least 15 minutes of such videos.
2. All course content must be uploaded to the designated platform at least two weeks prior to the scheduled in-person class discussion, allowing students to engage in online learning prior to the face-to-face sessions.
Article 4:
The university’s MOOCs platform is intended exclusively for teaching and interaction between instructors and students, and must comply with all relevant intellectual property laws.
Article 5:
Faculty members who wish to offer a MOOCs course must submit a "Teaching and Course Content Development Plan" no later than the second week of the semester preceding the course. This plan must undergo professional technical review by the "Distance Learning and Digital Content Center" and a pedagogical review by the "Teaching Resources and Faculty Development Center," following the appropriate procedures at the departmental, faculty, and university course committee levels.
Article 6:
Upon approval to offer a MOOCs course, faculty members may receive funding to cover the necessary course development expenses. These funds will be provided from relevant project budgets or the university’s financial resources.
Article 7:
The teaching hours for a MOOCs course will be calculated with a weighting factor of 2x for the first offering of the course. Subsequent offerings of the same course will be weighted at 1.5x and 1.2x, respectively. If multiple instructors teach the same course as a collaborative effort, they must specify the distribution of responsibilities for content development and funding allocation when applying to offer the course.
Article 8:
For Asia University students enrolled in MOOCs courses, the learning hours must meet the minimum requirements for credit calculation, and students must pass the instructor's assessment in order to have the credits count toward their graduation requirements.
Article 9:
For non-university students enrolled in MOOCs courses and participating in class discussions, those who pass the instructor's assessment and pay the appropriate fees will be issued a "Credit Certificate" for the course.
If a non-university student does not participate in class discussions but still passes the instructor’s assessment, they will be issued a "Certificate of Completion" upon payment of the requisite fee.
Article 10:
Instructors of MOOCs courses must upload the course syllabus prior to the start of the course and submit a reflective report at the end of the semester, sharing their teaching experiences. The course materials, online quizzes, peer discussions, and records of student interactions will be permanently retained by the respective academic unit for evaluation and assessment purposes.
Article 11:
These Guidelines shall take effect after approval by the Administrative Meeting and ratification by the President. Amendments to these Guidelines will follow the same procedure.
