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Article 1:
In response to societal demands and academic development trends, and to better integrate educational resources and provide students with diverse learning opportunities, Asia University has established these "Guidelines for the Implementation of Curriculum Program Structure" (hereinafter referred to as the "Guidelines"). This initiative aims to enhance students’ employability and academic competitiveness.
Article 2:
These Guidelines apply to students enrolled in the Daytime Undergraduate Program from the 97th to the 100th academic years. However, students from departments with special circumstances, approved by the University Curriculum Committee, may be eligible to apply these Guidelines starting from the 98th academic year.
Article 3:
The curriculum programs, except for the general education courses as planned by the General Education Center, are classified into the following categories:
1. College Basic Curriculum
2. Department Core Curriculum
3. Departmental Professional Elective Curriculum
4. Inter-College Curriculum
Each program is planned to require between 21 and 27 credits. The combined total credits for the College Basic Curriculum, Department Core Curriculum, and one Professional Elective Curriculum must not exceed 72 credits, unless special circumstances are approved by the University Curriculum Committee, in which case the total credits may be increased to 81. If only one class of students is enrolled in a professional elective curriculum, two programs may be offered; for two classes, three programs may be offered; for two classes with segregated student groups, up to four programs may be offered. For the College Basic Curriculum, if there is significant variation among departments, more than one program may be offered.
The principle for Inter-College programs is that each college must offer at least one program, with one college serving as the lead organizer.
Article 4:
To graduate, students must complete at least 128 credits, including general education courses. Students may select one of the following academic tracks for their studies:
1. Single Major:
Students may complete this track in one of the following ways:
· Complete the general education courses, the college basic curriculum, the department core curriculum, and two professional elective programs within their department.
· Complete the general education courses, the college basic curriculum, the department core curriculum, and one professional elective program from their department, along with additional free elective courses (not limited to a single program).
2. Minor:
In addition to fulfilling the requirements of the single major, students must complete 20 credits from a different department’s College Basic Curriculum, Department Core Curriculum, Professional Elective Curriculum, or Inter-College Curriculum, excluding credits already earned from their major department.
3. Double Major:
In addition to fulfilling the requirements of the single major, students must complete 40 credits from another department’s Core Curriculum and Professional Elective Curriculum, excluding credits already earned in their major department.
Students wishing to switch their minor or double major programs may apply for a change by the 14th week of their third academic year, subject to departmental approval and coordination with the Office of Academic Affairs.
Article 5:
The design of the curriculum should adhere to the principle: "Freshman year for foundation and exploration; sophomore to senior years for professional development."
Article 6:
For the Chinese version of the graduation certificate, the following information will be added based on the completed program(s):
1. If a student completes a minor in another department or an Inter-College program, the certificate will include: "Minor: [Program Name]," "Minor: [Department Core Curriculum]," "Minor: [College Basic Curriculum]," or "Minor: [Inter-College Program]."
2. If a student completes the core and professional elective curriculum of another department, the certificate will include: "Double Major: [Department Name]" and "Professional Elective: [Program Name]."
3. If a student completes their department’s professional elective curriculum, the certificate will include: "Professional Elective: [Program Name]."
Article 7:
Adjustments or discontinuation of programs will follow the relevant procedures as outlined in the "Guidelines for Setting Up Cross-Departmental Programs" (Article 10, Sections 2 to 5).
Article 8:
Any matters not addressed by these Guidelines will be governed by the university’s relevant regulations.
Article 9:
These Guidelines shall be implemented upon approval by the University Affairs Meeting and ratification by the President. Any amendments to these Guidelines will follow the same procedure.
