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Article 1:
Asia University (hereinafter referred to as the "University") has established these Guidelines to respond to societal needs and academic development trends, integrate educational resources, provide students with diverse learning opportunities, and enhance their competitiveness in employment and further education.
Article 2:
These Guidelines apply to students admitted to the Daytime Undergraduate Program starting from the 101st academic year.
Article 3:
The total number of graduation credits for each department, excluding the following credits: 32 credits for "General Education Courses," "College Basic Curriculum," "Department Core Curriculum," one "Departmental Professional Elective Program," and "Departmental Free Elective Courses," shall reserve at least 12 credits. This is intended to encourage students to engage in "Interdisciplinary Programs."
Article 4:
To graduate, students must complete at least 128 credits (inclusive of general education courses) and must complete at least one "Departmental Professional Elective Program." If students do not meet the required graduation credits, they may make up for the deficit by selecting additional courses or program credits, other than general education courses.
Article 5:
Apart from the general education courses planned by the General Education Center, the curriculum programs for each college and department are classified into the following categories:
· College Basic Curriculum
· Department Core Curriculum
· Departmental Professional Elective Program
· Departmental Free Elective Courses
· Interdisciplinary Programs
The credit allocation for these programs shall be governed by the following rules:
1. The College Basic Curriculum shall require between 3 and 21 credits.
2. The Department Core Curriculum may require up to 45 credits, but the total credits for the College Basic Curriculum and Department Core Curriculum combined shall not exceed 48 credits.
3. If, due to special circumstances, a department requires more than 48 credits for the combined College Basic Curriculum and Department Core Curriculum, the excess credits must be deducted from the Departmental Free Elective Courses.
4. The Departmental Free Elective Courses shall require up to 21 credits.
5. The Departmental Professional Elective Program shall require between 18 and 27 credits, with a principle of offering two programs per department. If special circumstances exist, additional programs may be offered, but the department must not offer Departmental Free Elective Courses in that case.
6. The Interdisciplinary Program shall generally require 15 credits, with 9 credits dedicated to newly established required courses. The remaining 6 credits may be substituted from the College Basic Curriculum or Department Core Curriculum. However, if the program is a "Ministry of Education-approved Interdisciplinary Program," it is exempt from these restrictions.
7. A student completing a Departmental Professional Elective Program in another department may count it as an Interdisciplinary Program.
If there are special circumstances requiring an increase in the credits for any of the above programs, such an increase shall require approval by the University Curriculum Committee.
Article 6:
The Interdisciplinary Program includes programs planned at the college, university, and cross-institutional levels, as well as entrepreneurship programs. Each college may offer up to four Interdisciplinary Programs, with the leading college being responsible for planning. The entrepreneurship program shall be coordinated and implemented by a designated unit of the University. College-level interdisciplinary programs must be approved by the department and college curriculum committees, and then submitted to the President for final approval. University-level and cross-institutional interdisciplinary programs must be approved by the university’s curriculum committees and the President. Upon completion of any Interdisciplinary Program, the respective leading college or planning unit shall issue a completion certificate.
Article 7:
Students pursuing a Minor or Double Major must complete the following requirements, as determined by the respective departments:
1. Minor: In addition to completing at least 128 credits and one program, students must complete at least 20 credits of Minor Courses specified by another department.
2. Double Major: In addition to completing at least 128 credits and one program, students must complete at least 40 credits of Double Major Courses specified by another department.
Students pursuing a Minor or Double Major must comply with the University’s guidelines for pursuing these academic paths.
Article 8:
Each department is responsible for guiding students to understand the "Departmental Professional Elective" and "Interdisciplinary" programs. By the 14th week of the second semester of their first year, students must complete a survey to select at least one program from those mentioned in Article 4. This survey will assist the Office of Academic Affairs in arranging course selections. If students wish to change their selected program, they may submit a request to their department by the 14th week of the following semester. The department will review and approve the change, and notify the Office of Academic Affairs accordingly. Specific procedures for approval and operation will be determined by each department.
Article 9:
Curriculum planning for each department should adhere to the principle of "Foundational Exploration in the First Year, Professional Development from the Second to Fourth Year."
Article 10:
In addition to the degree certification for the department, the graduation certificate will indicate the following information, based on the programs completed:
1. For students who complete the Departmental Professional Elective Program within their own department, the certificate will include "Professional Elective: [Program Name]."
2. For students completing the College-level or University-level interdisciplinary programs, the certificate will include "Interdisciplinary: [Program Name]" or "Entrepreneurship Program."
3. For students completing the Cross-institutional interdisciplinary program, the certificate will include "Completed Cross-Institutional Interdisciplinary Program: [Program Name] with [Partner University]."
Article 11:
Any adjustments or discontinuations of programs will be handled in accordance with the University's "Guidelines for the Establishment of Cross-Departmental Programs," Article 10.
Article 12:
Students admitted to the Daytime Undergraduate Program during the 97th to 100th academic years will be governed by the regulations prior to the amendments made in the June 12, 2011, University Affairs Meeting.
Article 13:
Any matters not covered by these Guidelines shall be governed by the University's relevant regulations.
Article 14:
These Guidelines shall take effect after approval by the University Affairs Meeting and ratification by the President. Any amendments shall follow the same procedure.
