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Article 1
In response to the urgent demand for artificial intelligence talent in the industry and in alignment with the Ministry of Education's Taiwan AI College Alliance Program (TAICA, hereinafter referred to as the "AI Alliance"), these regulations are formulated to implement the AI-related credit program initiatives under this plan.
Article 2
The Artificial Intelligence (AI) Credit Program Committee (hereinafter referred to as "the Committee") shall consist of a number of members. The Chairperson shall be the University President or a designated Vice President. The Committee shall include the Dean of Academic Affairs, the Deans of the various Faculties, the Director of the General Education Center, the Director of the Teaching Development Center, the Chief Information Officer, at least one external scholar or expert, and at least one student representative.
The term of office for Committee members shall be one year, ending with the conclusion of the respective academic year. All members shall serve without compensation, though external members may receive attendance fees and transportation reimbursements.
Article 3
The responsibilities of the Committee are as follows:
1. To implement the credit programs and related matters for artificial intelligence as planned by the AI Alliance, including the revision of the credit program regulations, course planning tables, etc. These programs include:
· Artificial Intelligence Exploration and Application Credit Program
· Artificial Intelligence Industrial Application Credit Program
· Artificial Intelligence Natural Language Technology Credit Program
· Artificial Intelligence Visual Technology Credit Program
2. To inventory existing courses within the University: In accordance with the program planning documents provided by the AI Alliance, the Committee shall review internal courses that can be recognized as part of the credit programs, and include those approved by the AI Alliance Program Office in the course planning table for the credit programs.
3. To plan and coordinate satellite courses: The Committee shall assist in soliciting relevant departments to offer supporting courses and coordinate faculty support for the development of such courses.
4. To assist in the review of student course registrations and certifications:
· If a student applies for credit exemption for courses similar to those listed in the credit program (providing necessary documentation such as course content and grade certificates), the application shall be reviewed and approved by the Committee before credit exemption can be granted.
· Upon successful application for certification, the Committee shall review the application, and upon approval, issue an internal university credit program certificate or request the AI Alliance Program Office to issue a digital certificate from the Ministry of Education’s AI Alliance.
5. To integrate the University's interdisciplinary AI course resources and assist in the promotion of interdisciplinary AI credit programs.
Article 4
The Committee may form subgroups based on task requirements and shall convene at least one meeting each semester. In cases of necessity, ad hoc meetings may be convened.

Article 5
These regulations shall be enacted after approval by the Academic Affairs Meeting and subsequent ratification by the University President. Any amendments to these regulations shall follow the same process.
