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Article 1
In order to integrate teaching resources from various academic units within the University, foster student interest in diverse learning areas, enhance competitiveness, and broaden future employment opportunities, these regulations are established.
Article 2
Each College, Department, and the General Education Center may, as needed, initiate the planning of a micro-credit program (hereinafter referred to as "the Program"). The Program should be designed to be integrative (involving at least two different academic units) or focus on multiple areas of expertise. The leading College (or unit) shall designate a faculty member as the convener, who will be responsible for drafting the "Micro-Credit Program Planning Document." This document must include the following content: program objectives, industry and societal talent needs, educational goals, course outlines, curriculum map, course planning table, faculty plan, and expected outcomes (as detailed in the attached planning document). The Program must then undergo administrative approval.
Article 3
Each Program shall establish a "Program Advisory Committee" (hereinafter referred to as "the Committee") to review the courses, policies, and other related matters of the Program. The Committee shall consist of at least 5 to 7 members, with the convener acting as the chairperson of meetings. The remaining members shall be appointed by the convener from the cooperating units of the Program. Course regulations and decisions within the Program shall be determined by a majority vote of the attending members. If the same member holds multiple roles, they shall be counted as one vote.
Any new courses, modifications, or adjustments to the courses within the Program must first be approved by the department or College offering the course. Afterward, the proposals shall be submitted to the Committee for review and approval, and then forwarded to the University Curriculum Committee for further deliberation.
Article 4
The Program’s curriculum shall consist of 9 to 12 credits. If a student has already completed equivalent courses with the same course title within their department, minor, double major, or through the General Education Center, these courses shall not be counted again toward the total graduation credits. However, they may be considered as fulfilling the requirements for the Program. The course list for the Program shall be composed of existing "College Foundation Courses," "Department Core Courses," "Department Elective Programs," "Free Electives," and "Liberal Arts Courses" from the cooperating units. The name of the Program and the conditions for participation shall be planned and managed by the respective Colleges, Departments, or the General Education Center.
Article 5
Students wishing to apply for the Program may submit their applications or request changes during the announcement period in the 13th to 15th weeks of each semester, starting from the second semester of their first year through the second semester of their third year.
Article 6
After successfully completing the Program and meeting all requirements, the Program will be noted on the student’s graduation certificate as “○○○ Micro-Credit Program.”
Article 7
These regulations shall be enacted after approval by the Administrative Meeting and ratification by the University President. Any amendments to these regulations shall follow the same process.
