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Article 1
In order to enhance teaching quality and learning outcomes, as well as to coordinate academic units in the implementation of various teaching measures, Asia University establishes the "Teaching Quality Assurance Committee" (hereinafter referred to as "the Committee").
Article 2
The responsibilities of the Committee are as follows:
1. To explore and formulate mechanisms for teaching quality management.
2. To propose measures to improve teaching quality and learning outcomes.
3. To study and promote initiatives related to student academic counseling, certification counseling, and other related matters.
4. To address other matters related to the enhancement of teaching quality and learning outcomes.
Article 3
The Committee shall have a Chairperson, who will be concurrently held by a Vice President. The Committee shall consist of 8 to 10 members, with the Deans of the Colleges serving as ex-officio members. The remaining members shall be recommended by the Office of Academic Affairs and appointed by the University President.
The Committee may invite several student representatives to attend meetings and may also invite relevant department heads or unit supervisors to provide explanations on agenda items.
Article 4
The Committee shall have an Executive Secretary, who will be concurrently held by the Dean of Academic Affairs. The Office of Academic Affairs will handle the administrative affairs related to the Committee.
Article 5
The Committee shall meet at least once each semester. External members will be reimbursed for transportation and attendance fees in accordance with the relevant regulations.
Article 6
These regulations shall be enacted after approval by the Administrative Meeting and subsequent ratification by the University President. Any amendments to these regulations shall follow the same process.
