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Article 1
These regulations are established in accordance with the University Act, its Enforcement Rules, the Degree Conferral Act, the Procedures for Degree Nomenclature and Conferral, and the University's academic regulations.
Article 2
The assessment criteria for graduate students in the Master’s and Doctoral programs are to be formulated by each department, reviewed and approved at the departmental meeting, and, if necessary, by the faculty meeting for joint programs. These should be submitted to the Office of Academic Affairs for filing. Any subsequent revisions must follow the same process.
The thesis draft submitted by the advisor for review must undergo a detailed examination to prevent plagiarism or violations of academic integrity. It must be checked through the "Thesis Originality Verification System," with similarity standards set by the department and approved at the faculty level, but no greater than 30% similarity as per the University’s policy. The results of the review will be provided to the Degree Examination Committee for reference. If the student successfully passes the examination, the degree will be conferred by the University.
Article 3
Master's degree candidates in the University may apply for the degree examination provided that the following conditions are met:
1. Completion of all required coursework and the acquisition of the necessary credit hours.
2. Approval of the research proposal for the thesis, with the examination not to take place until at least two months after approval.
3. Completion of other departmental requirements for the degree.
For the research proposal mentioned in the second clause, the review will be based primarily on written documentation, with a review committee composed of at least two assistant professors or higher.
For Master's programs in the "Arts," "Applied Technology," or "Physical Education," the thesis may be replaced by a creative work or a technical report, with supporting documentation or a written report. For professional Master’s programs, the thesis may be substituted by a professional practice report. The standards for recognizing such theses or reports must be established by each department in accordance with Ministry of Education guidelines and approved by the departmental and faculty meetings, and should be posted on the University’s official website.
Article 4
The application and completion deadlines for the Master’s degree examination are in accordance with the University's academic calendar.
Article 5
The Master's Degree Examination Committee will consist of three to five members, selected from within or outside the University based on their expertise in the subject of the thesis, creative works, exhibitions, or technical reports. These members must meet at least one of the following qualifications:
1. Professors, associate professors, or assistant professors.
2. Current or former academicians of the Academia Sinica or research staff with equivalent experience.
3. Holders of doctoral degrees with significant academic achievements.
4. Experts in rare or specialized fields, with significant academic or professional accomplishments.
The Department will recommend the members to the President, who will appoint the committee, and one member will be designated as the chairperson, though the advisor cannot serve as chair. At least one-third of the members must be external scholars.
Article 6
For doctoral candidates, the following conditions must be met to be eligible for candidacy:
1. Completion of the required coursework and acquisition of necessary credit hours.
2. Passing of the candidacy examination.
For doctoral candidates in the "Arts," "Applied Technology," or "Physical Education," the dissertation may be replaced by creative works or a technical report, following similar procedures as outlined for Master’s candidates.
Article 7
The application and completion deadlines for the Doctoral Degree Examination are in accordance with the University's academic calendar.
Article 8
The Doctoral Degree Examination Committee will consist of five to nine members, selected from within or outside the University based on their expertise in the subject of the thesis, creative works, exhibitions, or technical reports. These members must meet the same qualifications outlined in Article 5.
Article 9
The graduate degree examinations are, in principle, oral examinations and shall be conducted in accordance with the following regulations:
1. Oral exams shall be open to the public. The time, location, and thesis title must be published in advance.
2. The examination committee members must be present in person; no proxies are allowed. For Master’s degree exams, at least three members must be present; for Doctoral exams, at least five members must attend, with no less than one-third of the members being external scholars.
3. The passing grade for the degree examination is 70, with 100 as the highest score. The final score is an average of the evaluations from the attending members. If half of the attending members for a Master’s exam or one-third for a Doctoral exam fail to approve, the candidate will not pass.
4. If the thesis contains falsified, fabricated, plagiarized, ghostwritten, or fraudulent content, the candidate will fail.
Article 10
Graduate students who are pursuing a doctoral degree but fail to pass the candidacy examination may, with approval from their department, transfer to the Master's program, subject to the President’s approval. If they fail the doctoral degree examination but their thesis meets the requirements for a Master’s degree, the Degree Examination Committee may, through resolution, confer a Master’s degree instead.
Article 11
Graduate students who fall into one of the following categories shall be expelled:
1. Failure to meet the departmental assessment requirements within the specified period.
2. Failure to complete the required coursework within the specified period.
3. Failure to pass the degree examination.
A student who fails the degree examination may apply for a retake, limited to one attempt. If the retake results in a failing grade, the student shall be expelled.
Article 12
Master’s and Doctoral theses (including abstracts) shall generally be written in Chinese. Theses that have been previously submitted for another degree are not eligible for submission. After the degree examination, the department shall report the results to the Office of Academic Affairs and require the student to submit both paper and electronic copies of the thesis. The thesis will be stored in the University and National Libraries in various formats, including physical copies, video, audio, or digital formats.
Article 13
The University may revoke the Master’s or Doctoral degree if one of the following occurs:
1. If there is fraudulent admission or academic conduct.
2. If the thesis, work, or report contains falsifications, fabrications, plagiarism, or was ghostwritten.
Such cases will be handled according to the University’s "Academic Integrity Guidelines for Graduate Students."
Article 14
Faculty members are prohibited from serving as advisors or committee members for relatives within three degrees of kinship who are graduate students at the University.
Article 15
These regulations are effective upon approval by the Academic Affairs Meeting, submission to the University President for approval, and filing with the Ministry of Education. Revisions will follow the same process.
