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1. These guidelines are established by Asia University (hereinafter referred to as "the University") to align with future-oriented development, promote student-centered innovative teaching, enhance students’ interdisciplinary learning, and strengthen their future competitiveness.
2. Undergraduate students must complete at least 128 credits during their study period in order to graduate. These must include required courses such as university-wide general education, college/department core courses, and one departmental professional program. In addition, students must complete at least one of the following interdisciplinary learning components:
(1) Double Major
(2) Minor
(3) Interdepartmental Professional Program
(4) Interdisciplinary (Micro) Credit Program
(i.e., Interdisciplinary Credit Program or Interdisciplinary Micro Program)
(5) Interdepartmental Specialty Program
(6) Interdepartmental Subspecialty
(7) Employment-Oriented Program
(8) Self-Designed Interdisciplinary Program
(i.e., Self-Designed Interdisciplinary Credit Program or Micro Program)
Definitions:
· Interdisciplinary Credit and Micro Programs refer to programs established in accordance with the "Asia University Guidelines for the Establishment of Credit Programs" that focus on specific topics across colleges or departments, including those offered through the Ministry of Education’s AI Alliance.
· Interdepartmental Specialty Program refers to modularized programs designed by departments for students outside their major to gain understanding of the field.
· Interdepartmental Subspecialty refers to the completion of at least three professional courses from another single department.
· Employment-Oriented Program refers to programs established under the "Asia University Guidelines for Employment Program Implementation".
· Self-Designed Interdisciplinary Programs refer to programs developed and approved through formal review processes under the University’s credit program guidelines.
3. Colleges, departments, and the Center for General Education shall follow the principle of "Freshman Year for Career Foundation and Exploration, Sophomore to Senior Years for Professional Development." They must reserve no fewer than 30 credits for interdisciplinary learning and plan courses as follows:
(1) The total number of required credits for college/department core and professional programs must not exceed 65; at least 24 credits should be designated as electives.
(2) Each professional program should comprise no more than 27 credits; each department may offer up to two such programs.
(3) Interdepartmental specialty programs should be designed with 15 to 16 credits.
Departments that prepare students for national examinations may apply for special approval to adjust the number of required credits, submitting relevant documentation on required courses.
4. Each department must guide students to understand course regulations and interdisciplinary learning options. Students must complete an intention survey for interdisciplinary credit or specialty programs on the Student Information System by Week 13 of the first semester of their freshman year. Any changes must be submitted through the same system by Week 13 of the semester prior to graduation (typically second semester of the senior year). These records will be used in graduation evaluations. Application procedures and timelines will be announced by the Office of Academic Affairs.
5. If courses within an interdisciplinary learning component overlap with already-recognized credits, the credits may be counted only once toward graduation requirements.
6. Departments accepting students from other departments into their professional or specialty programs must adhere to the principle of shared instruction. Students should plan their course sequences early. All students, regardless of department, have equal priority in course selection. However, if enrollment exceeds capacity, departments may open additional classes by special arrangement to maintain teaching quality.
7. Required courses within Interdisciplinary Credit Programs, Micro Programs, and Interdepartmental Specialty Programs may be graded on a percentage scale or a "pass/fail" basis.
· Courses graded on a pass/fail basis will not be included in GPA or scholarship eligibility calculations.
· Students must select their preferred grading method within two weeks after midterm grades are posted via the grade system. The selection is final and cannot be changed. If no selection is made by the deadline, grades will default to percentage-based.
8. Students who complete all required courses and credits of an approved interdisciplinary program in accordance with the regulations will have the program title annotated on their graduation diploma.
9. Matters not covered by these guidelines shall be handled in accordance with relevant University regulations.
10. These guidelines were approved by the Academic Affairs Meeting and the Administrative Meeting, and implemented following presidential approval. Any amendments shall follow the same process.
